Summary of CRNA membership meeting 11-07-04

This is an update for the Catalina Ranch Neighborhood Association members who were unable to attend the meeting November 7.  First of all, we missed you.  Besides conducting association business it’s always nice to see you and it’s interesting to see the relationships that develop between those who attend.  Old timers who have lived here for over 30 years mixing with newcomers and giving us all a history lesson on the land we love.  Good stuff!  I’ll try and keep this short and to the point but I must say it’s exciting to see the association growing and working together.  

There were several new members attending and our total membership is around forty households now. The main topics of discussion were the road; association name change, projects, and election of officers.  Pertaining to the road, we did get a grant from Proneighborhoods in the amount of $2100. This will give us enough money to pay the road maintainers for the past months work and to contribute to future work with any remaining money.

This letter is also a request for those of you who are paying members to cast your vote once and for all for a name for the group. I need to know by Nov 14 at the latest.  We currently have three choices but you are welcome to write in anything you want.  Current main choices are

1. Catalina Ranch 2. Charouleau Vista 3. Charouleau Gap Vista with Neighborhood Association at the end of each. Your choice.  If there is a name change we will need to amend the federal tax ID number, the name on the checking account and the P.O. Box.  I think it’s important for us to have a name that all the paying members have agreed on so let’s choose the one we like best and I’ll do whatever we need to do to make it work.
