To whom it may concern:

This letter is an attempt to clarify several issues that there wasn’t enough room on the application to discuss.  Our road is a private road used by approximately 100-150 cars daily.  It is maintained by the residents and that means there is no particular person in charge of it.  After it rains or after enough use it gets almost impassable due to ruts, holes and washboards.  Over the years several people have out of the goodness of their own heart used their own equipment to fix the road.  Their time and expense has not been compensated except for the occasional person who would stop when they saw them working on it and give them usually $10 to $20.  This doesn’t even begin to cover the cost of their time, much less their heavy equipment operating cost.  The county and state will not assist us in maintaining the road.  One of our primary purposes is to use this issue to enlist neighbors in donating money on an ongoing basis to the road fund and participating in a community organization.  Before we started this project there had never been an attempt to get together and many people said it couldn’t be done.  We are on the brink of showing them the positive effect and outcome of organizing as a neighborhood.
Our intent is to address this problem as a focal point to get the neighborhood together on this and other issues.  Some children walk this road everyday to meet the school bus at Lago del Oro.  More would walk but when cars travel at speeds greater than 15MPH there are huge clouds of dust that they must breathe.  Unfortunately some drivers don’t have enough good sense to slow down even when kids aren’t present and if we have the road surfaced it will prevent huge clouds of dust from contaminating our air.  Many of the locals are elderly and they are frequently more susceptible to respiratory conditions that airborne contaminants proliferate.  This project would make our area safer and healthier.
