Our meeting with their Vice President of Development, Scott McCormack, was encouraging and it’s in all our best interest to manage this problem together.  He has indicated that they will probably know by April what their approach to the road will be.  Our hope is to begin where they stop and use our Soil Sement down to the SaddleBrooke wash. The road may be rough at times but keep in mind it’s still being maintained, otherwise it would be impassable by now.  We are still looking for a reasonably priced person with a grader. 

The membership voted to change our name to the Charouleau Vista Neighborhood Association.  We still haven’t paid any road expenses and are in the process of determining how much to pay the current road maintainers and what our expenses will be for the amount of Soil Sement we’ll be doing.  Dave Buckland is working on the cost estimates.  The $2100 grant from Pro Neighborhoods will be used along with the $3735.00 currently in our account.  Our commitment to volunteer 15 hours of time in order to qualify for the Pro Neighborhood grant has been partially satisfied thru attendance at community building seminars.  Meetings with the Pima County Departments of Transportation and Economic Development regarding support for the road have yielded nothing encouraging to report.        

As part of a spring neighborhood cleanup, Pima County will be delivering a large roll off dumpster to our area at no charge.  We can throw all our junk away and not litter the area we live in.  The date of delivery will be posted in the future.  Melissa Megna is working on the C.V.N.A. website now and you are reminded to go there periodically in the future for updates and information.  Just go to www.neighborhoodlink.com and put  in the 85739 zip code. The membership directory is also under construction.
Thanks to Todd Vossler, Carter Thoenes, Larry Holbrook, Darlene Curial, Dan & Wendy Willhite, and Joe & Giselda Munson for their efforts in cleaning up trash and or trimming the brush off our road. There will be another bridge work day scheduled as soon as the water level goes down in the wash.  There will also be another road trimming party on March 5, 2005.  We were rained out after a half day last time so let’s get together and finish the job.  We need large trailers to haul the brush to the Catalina refuse center.  Please show up at 5310 E. Edwin at 9 AM to help get the brush cut back so two cars can pass beside each other without creating “Arizona Pin striping”.  Our objective is to cut back far enough to only have to do this once or twice a year.  For those of you that haven’t contributed to the maintenance of your road, we encourage you to do so now.
